	Sunday 18th March 2012 – Fourviere, Old City, Gadagne & Halles de Lyon

	Morning


	8.30am Meeting with your guide at your hotel B4 Boscolo and departure by public transportation

You will go up Fourviere hill by cable car, the famous “ficelle”. An amazing viewpoint over the Peninsula and the west bank of the Rhône overlooked by the tower of Crédit Lyonnais bank, in good weather, also the Alps and the Mont Blanc. Rapid visit of the basilica.

Walk tour in Old City, the unique Saint John district, lately restored, preserving houses and buildings. This largest Renaissance city in Europe after Venice had been recently awarded as World Heritage site by Unesco. It is also the heart of Lyon for pleasant atmosphere, boutiques, antics, pubs and restaurants. Discover the famous “traboules”, passageways between 2 buildings… 

Guided visit of Gadagne & Puppets of the worls museums.

Located in Vieux-Lyon this museum is set in a16th Century residence of Hôtel Renaissance. The Gadagne Museum evokes Lyon's history, from the Middle Ages to the 19th Century.

The Gadagne Museum houses a second museum: Puppets of the World Museum.

The only museum in France devoted to this living art, the Puppets of the World Museum today has more than 2000 puppets and over a thousand castle sets, accessories, posters, programmes and manuscripts.

Built around the original Guignol puppet created in Lyon in 1808, the collection has been enriched over the years. 

Then visit the famous "Halles de Lyon", covered market where the renowned lyonnaise cooks do their shopping. Tasting of the fine products (charcuterie & cheese with a glass of local wine)

	Lunch on your own arrangement in Halles de Lyon or city centre.

	Afternoon


	2.30pm Meeting at B4 Boscolo and departure to Croix Rousse Hill by public transportation.

Visit one of the last home workers cooperative who perpetuate the traditions of Lyon silk. They produce high quality fabrics and you will attend an exhibition of old fabrics and you will be shown how a draw loom and a velvet loom work.

Go down of the Croix Rousse hill via the famous Traboules. The traboules were built to link buildings together. These passageways consist of corridor with vaulted or coffered ceiling.

You will be introduced to the typical skill and know-how : “the silk printing à la Lyonnaise”. The colouring of the silk squares is the last stage of a long succession of craft procedures. The printer distributes the colour in the frame and the print will be transferred, via a fine-knit gauze, to the white silk below. Printed scarves will appear in front of your eyes. The famous silk workers such as Hermès or Cardin use this know-how to create their silk squares. 

The shop offers a wide range of articles: Ties, handkerchiefs, shawls, squares, chiffon, panne velvet, scarves printed in the workshop.

	Monday 19th March 2012 – Beaujolais & Pérouges

	Morning


	8.00am Meeting with your guide at your hotel and departure to Beaujolais
Morning in the scenic south Beaujolais, named from its glowing ochre rocks as “Country of Golden Stone”. Visit the typical medieval village of Oingt, which is overlooking the hilly Valley d’Azergues followed by a visit of the Romanesque Cloister in Salles (XII–XIV C), with its astonishing beguine convent of the Canon-Countesses. 
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Close to the Mont Brouilly, in the vintage area, enjoy a wine tasting of a great "Cotes de Brouilly", that could be at the famous Chateau de La Chaize.

	2.30pm Then you will take lakes of the Dombes route, which owes its original character and charm to the presence of a thousand lakes. Flowery villages, farms, red brick castle, decorate the vast landscapes flown over by thousands of migratory birds. Thanks to the poultries, the Dombes became one of the Mecca of gastronomy.
Guided tour in Pérouges, an exceptional medieval city where the noble’s and more modest artisan’s houses lend a most picturesque touch to winding and unevenly paved streets. Most facades still present lattice windows, and several houses have their own parapet walk with crenellation and loopholes. 
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Ending the visit, a tea party is organised at the unique Ostellerie, where Bill Clinton set his headquarters during the 1997 G7 in Lyon. We shall appreciate both the sparkling rosé wine of Montagnieu and the delicious Galette Pérougienne.

Textile and decorative arts museum

The collections of this conservatory of the art of the cloth are designed around two great opposing poles- the West and East. The museum also has a large collection of liturgical ornaments. European produce from the 12C to the 18C is quite extraordinary (Palermo and Venetian cloth, Hispano-Moorish cloth and Spanish silk velvets). Finally there are Coptic tapestries, Egyptian embroideries, Persian and Turkish carpets to complete these remarkable collections.

Gallo Roman Museum of Lyon 

Lyon, former Gaul capital and the heir to a wealth of Gallo-Roman heritage, created the Fourviere site which is an exceptional place of remembrance, enriched with a exceptional history and character. Made unique by the richness of its collections, environment, and elaborate architecture, the museum offers a real journey through time. A number of shows throughout the year.

Lumiere Museum (History of cinema)

The Lumière Institute (Villa, Warehouse, Park) is housed on the site of the Lumière brothers factories, where the Cinematograph was invented in 1895. It is a museum, a cinema library, a documentation centre, a place for preservation, and a home to memories.

And/or

Museum of miniatures and film sets

Located in Old Town, in the beautiful and famous Maison des Avocats, this unique venue in France presents three unusual collections: the first one with 120 sets, faithful reproductions of places created by Dan Ohlman, the second one the gallery "1000 miniatures" masterpieces of artists from all around the world, and the last one with the great movie sets and special effects models used for filming.

The Bastille is an incredible historical and architectural testimony to the start of the 19th century. Capital of the former royal Dauphiné province, the parliament headquarters, Grenoble, under the Ancien Regime, was the place of residence for many noble families. The town has since preserved a lot of this rich heritage which you are invited to discover.
